(NEW MEXICO) 

Per the Public Improvement District Act, Prior to a seller whose lot is located within a Public 

Improvement District being able to accept an offer to purchase, the seller, seller’s agent or 

seller’s broker must provide the potential buyer a written notice of the following information.  

THERE IS NO EXPLICIT PROVISION IN THE ACT THAT ALLOWS A BUYER TO WAIVE RECEIPT OF 

THESE DISCLOSURES PRIOR TO THE SELLER ACCEPTING THE OFFER.

2. The Buyer of the Property is obligated to pay any property tax or special levy that is imposed by 

the PID Board.

OF THE PROPERTY.

6. The yearly levy that is authorized to be imposed upon the property is approximately $80.00
